Simple:

14:15, The simple believeth every word: but the prudent man looketh well to his going.

22:3, A prudent man foreseeth the evil, and hideth himself: but the simple pass on, and are punished.

Matt. 18:1, At the same time came the disciples unto Jesus, saying, Who is the greatest in the kingdom of heaven? 2  And Jesus called a little child unto him, and set him in the midst of them, 3  And said, Verily I say unto you, Except ye be converted, and become as little children, ye shall not enter into the kingdom of heaven. 4  Whosoever therefore shall humble himself as this little child, the same is greatest in the kingdom of heaven.

Wise:

1:5, A wise man will hear, and will increase learning;

Psm. 19:7, the testimony of the LORD is sure, making wise the simple.

1:7, The fear of the LORD is the beginning of knowledge: but fools despise wisdom and instruction.

9:10, The fear of the LORD is the beginning of wisdom: and the knowledge of the holy is understanding.

1:8, My son, hear the instruction of thy father, and forsake not the law of thy mother:

15:33, The fear of the LORD is the instruction of wisdom; and before honour is humility.

10:1, A wise son maketh a glad father: but a foolish son is the heaviness of his mother.

Fool:

1:7, fools despise wisdom and instruction.

12:15, The way of a fool is right in his own eyes: but he that hearkeneth unto counsel is wise.

14:12, There is a way which seemeth right unto a man, but the end thereof are the ways of death.

29:15, The rod and reproof give wisdom: but a child left to himself bringeth his mother to shame.

14:16, A wise man feareth, and departeth from evil: but the fool rageth, and is confident.

17:12, Let a bear robbed of her whelps meet a man, rather than a fool in his folly.

14:9, Fools make a mock at sin: but among the righteous there is favour.

10:23, It is as sport to a fool to do mischief: but a man of understanding hath wisdom.

I Cor. 2:14, But the natural man receiveth not the things of the Spirit of God: for they are foolishness unto him: neither can he know them, because they are spiritually discerned.

27:22, Though thou shouldest bray a fool in a mortar among wheat with a pestle, yet will not his foolishness depart from him.

26:1, As snow in summer, and as rain in harvest, so honour is not seemly for a fool. 2  As the bird by wandering, as the swallow by flying, so the curse causeless shall not come. 3  A whip for the horse, a bridle for the ass, and a rod for the fool's back. 4  Answer not a fool according to his folly, lest thou also be like unto him. 5  Answer a fool according to his folly, lest he be wise in his own conceit.

15:5, A fool despiseth his father's instruction: but he that regardeth reproof is prudent.

10:21, The lips of the righteous feed many: but fools die for want of wisdom.

13:19, The desire accomplished is sweet to the soul: but it is abomination to fools to depart from evil.

20  He that walketh with wise men shall be wise: but a companion of fools shall be destroyed.

17:21, He that begetteth a fool doeth it to his sorrow: and the father of a fool hath no joy.

25A foolish son is a grief to his father, and bitterness to her that bare him.

22:15, Foolishness is bound in the heart of a child; but the rod of correction shall drive it far from him.

13:24, He that spareth his rod hateth his son: but he that loveth him chasteneth him betimes.

20:30, The blueness of a wound cleanseth away evil: so do stripes the inward parts of the belly.

3:11, My son, despise not the chastening of the LORD; neither be weary of his correction:

12  For whom the LORD loveth he correcteth; even as a father the son in whom he delighteth.

II Tim. 4:1-4, I charge thee therefore before God, and the Lord Jesus Christ, who shall judge the quick and the dead at his appearing and his kingdom; 2  Preach the word; be instant in season, out of season; reprove, rebuke, exhort with all longsuffering and doctrine. 3  For the time will come when they will not endure sound doctrine; but after their own lusts shall they heap to themselves teachers, having itching ears; 4  And they shall turn away their ears from the truth, and shall be turned unto fables.

Man of Understanding:

Heb. 5:11-14, Of whom we have many things to say, and hard to be uttered, seeing ye are dull of hearing. 12  For when for the time ye ought to be teachers, ye have need that one teach you again which be the first  principles of the oracles of God; and are become such as have need of milk, and not of strong meat. 13  For every one that useth milk is unskilful in the word of righteousness: for he is a babe. 14  But strong meat belongeth to them that are of full age, even those who by reason of use have their senses exercised to discern both good and evil.

22:6, Train up a child in the way he should go: and when he is old, he will not depart from it.

Job 28:28, And unto man he said, Behold, the fear of the Lord, that is wisdom; and to depart from evil is understanding.

I Kings 3:7-9, And now, O LORD my God, thou hast made thy servant king instead of David my father: and I am but a little child: I know not how to go out or come in. 8  And thy servant is in the midst of thy people which thou hast chosen, a great people, that cannot be numbered nor counted for multitude. 9  Give therefore thy servant an understanding heart to judge thy people, that I may discern between good and bad: for who is able to judge this thy so great a people?

James 1:22, But be ye doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving your own selves.

3:5, Trust in the LORD with all thine heart; and lean not unto thine own understanding. 6  In all thy ways acknowledge him, and he shall direct thy paths. 7  Be not wise in thine own eyes: fear the LORD, and depart from evil.

2:1, My son, if thou wilt receive my words, and hide my commandments with thee; 2  So that thou incline thine ear unto wisdom, and apply thine heart to understanding; 3  Yea, if thou criest after knowledge, and liftest up thy voice for understanding; 4  If thou seekest her as silver, and searchest for her as for hid treasures; 5  Then shalt thou understand the fear of the LORD, and find the knowledge of God. 9  Then shalt thou understand righteousness, and judgment, and equity; yea, every good path.

4:5, Get wisdom, get understanding: forget it not; neither decline from the words of my mouth. 6  Forsake her not, and she shall preserve thee: love her, and she shall keep thee. 7  Wisdom is the principal thing; therefore get wisdom: and with all thy getting get understanding.

8:13, The fear of the LORD is to hate evil: pride, and arrogancy, and the evil way, and the froward mouth, do I hate. 14  Counsel is mine, and sound wisdom: I am understanding; I have strength. 15  By me kings reign, and princes decree justice. 16  By me princes rule, and nobles, even all the judges of the earth. 17  I love them that love me; and those that seek me early shall find me. 18  Riches and honour are with me; yea, durable riches and righteousness. 19  My fruit is better than gold, yea, than fine gold; and my revenue than choice silver. 20  I lead in the way of righteousness, in the midst of the paths of judgment: 21  That I may cause those that love me to inherit substance; and I will fill their treasures.

9:10, The fear of the LORD is the beginning of wisdom: and the knowledge of the holy is understanding.

28:2, For the transgression of a land many are the princes thereof: but by a man of understanding and knowledge the state thereof shall be prolonged.

Scorner:

1:22, How long, ye simple ones, will ye love simplicity? and the scorners delight in their scorning, and fools hate knowledge?

30:12, There is a generation that are pure in their own eyes, and yet is not washed from their filthiness. 13  There is a generation, O how lofty are their eyes! and their eyelids are lifted up. 14  There is a generation,  whose teeth are as swords, and their jaw teeth as knives, to devour the poor from off the earth, and the needy from among men. 17  The eye that mocketh at his father, and despiseth to obey his mother, the ravens of the valley shall pick it out, and the young eagles shall eat it.

14:6, A scorner seeketh wisdom, and findeth it not: but knowledge is easy unto him that understandeth.

Heb. 12:16, Lest there be any fornicator, or profane person, as Esau, who for one morsel of meat sold his birthright. 17  For ye know how that afterward, when he would have inherited the blessing, he was rejected: for he found no place of repentance, though he sought it carefully with tears.

24:9, The thought of foolishness is sin: and the scorner is an abomination to men.

9:7, He that reproveth a scorner getteth to himself shame: and he that rebuketh a wicked man getteth himself a blot. 8  Reprove not a scorner, lest he hate thee: rebuke a wise man, and he will love thee. 

19:25, Smite a scorner, and the simple will beware: and reprove one that hath understanding, and he will understand knowledge.

21:11, When the scorner is punished, the simple is made wise: and when the wise is instructed, he receiveth knowledge.

22:10, Cast out the scorner, and contention shall go out; yea, strife and reproach shall cease.

3:34, Surely he scorneth the scorners: but he giveth grace unto the lowly. 35  The wise shall inherit glory: but shame shall be the promotion of fools.

1:22, How long, ye simple ones, will ye love simplicity? and the scorners delight in their scorning, and fools hate knowledge? 23  Turn you at my reproof: behold, I will pour out my spirit unto you, I will make known my words unto you. 24  Because I have called, and ye refused; I have stretched out my hand, and no man regarded; 25  But ye have set at nought all my counsel, and would none of my reproof: 26  I also will laugh at your calamity; I will mock when your fear cometh; 27  When your fear cometh as desolation, and your destruction cometh as a whirlwind; when distress and anguish cometh upon you. 28  Then shall they call upon me, but I will not answer; they shall seek me early, but they shall not find me: 29  For that they hated knowledge, and did not choose the fear of the LORD: 30  They would none of my counsel: they despised all my reproof. 31  Therefore shall they eat of the fruit of their own way, and be filled with their own devices. 32  For the turning away of the simple shall slay them, and the prosperity of fools shall destroy them. 33  But whoso hearkeneth unto me shall dwell safely, and shall be quiet from fear of evil.
